Turn Towards Belief

He does save us. A lens or perspective that looking in a backward direction towards the
cross knowing that He has Risen, but we cannot forget the reason that He went to the
cross to begin with to restore us with the Father through His boundless mercy. We just
had this past weekend Divine Mercy Sunday where we see the fullness of His mercy
and as we continue to gaze at the image throughout our liturgical year. But we need to
remember to turn away from our unbelief and towards belief in Him constantly. See when we engage in sin
this turns us away from the Father and into unbelief. For if we were fully engaged in belief, we would live life
without sin and be in the continuous basking glow of His love. Our humanness, however, gives us the propen-
sity to sin, but through His Divine Mercy we can be restored once more. But in that moment of our sinfulness,
we can turn toward eternity and be away from God or turn towards His mercy and to eternity with the Father.

The streams that come forth from the Divine Mercy image are the sacraments, symbolized by the blood and
water that spilled forth from our Savior on the cross. If you recall the words in the Divine Mercy Chaplet to
remember that for the sake of His Sorrowful passion is why He has mercy on us and on the sins of the whole
world. So let us trust Him, turn towards Him, and believe in His Mercy and Love with is offered us without
limit or expectation. We just need to witness that He is alive in us. He is alive in us when we receive Him in all
the sacraments and as we remember the reception of these sacraments in our past.

The Divine Mercy Chaplet states...Eternal God, in whom mercy is endless and the treasury of compassion in-
exhaustible, look kindly upon us and increase Your mercy in us, that in difficult moments we might not des-
pair nor become despondent, but with great confidence submit ourselves to Your holy will, which is Love and
Mercy itself. God’s Mercy never ends, we just need to Trust in Him.
